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North Eastern Constructors Limited delivers
subsea manifolds for North Amethyst

of GJ Cahill, is preparing to roll out the offshore oil industry’s newest subsea structures

from the Bull Arm Fabrication Facility.

In early 2008, NECL was awarded the fabrication of the subsea manifolds for the North
Amethyst offshore oil development, operated by Husky Energy. North Amethyst will be
tied-in to the existing White Rose oil field, 350 kilometres offshore Newfoundland
through a series of subsea equipment and flowlines. It represents the first subsea

tieback project in the region.

Under NECL's direction the components of the subsea structures were primarily
fabricated at Cahill's Pipe Shop in St. John’s and at Metal World’s fabrication yard in
Torbay. The components were then transported to the Bull Arm Facility for painting, final
assembly, outfitting and testing prior to offshore installation. The subsea structures will

be installed offshore at the North Amethyst field in summer 2009.

The Bull Arm Facility, located approximately 150 kilometres outside of St. John’s, was
constructed in 1990 for the Hibernia Project and is now owned and operated by Nalcor

Energy. NECL has been active at the Bull Arm Facility since 2003.

Since the contract was awarded 14 months ago, NECL and its subcontractors have
utilized a peak workforce of over 300 tradespersons. NECL has worked closely with the
North Amethyst project team and the engineering group of AKCS Offshore Partner to
complete this project on schedule while maintaining high standards for safety, quality

and environmental protection.

“The completion of this project is a significant achievement not only for NECL, but for our
local workforce, our subcontractors, the engineering community, the Bull Arm Facility
and the province in general,” said Fred Cahill, President of GJ Cahill. “The success
achieved by NECL on this contract is a testament to the diverse nature and complexity
of offshore work that can be engineered and fabricated in this province when the
opportunity presents itself.”
